


HOW NEWSWORTHY IS YOUR STORY?

Editors typically measure a story’s newsworthiness by considering a number of different questions or criteria, including the following: 

· Is it relevant to a majority of the media outlet’s readers, listeners or viewers? 

· Is it timely? Does it offer a fresh angle on a current issue or introduce a new or upcoming topic? Does it meet the media outlet’s deadline? 

· Is there a human interest angle that most readers/viewers/listeners can relate to? 

· Does it have entertainment value? Will it tickle the funny bone, excite or stimulate curiosity? 

· Does it create controversy? 
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
